In the first section of the
course, the class focused on an
introduction to essay writing as
well az understanding basic
proper grammar, sentence and
paragraph construction, proper
uze of adjectives and adwverbs,
consistency of tenses and proper
usze of punctuation. We also
studied how to expand vocabu-
lary and avoid repetition through
use of synonyms, pronouns, sen-
tence variety and modifiers.
