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Level 3 (Quote from Teacher Yuan Lu)

Level 3 provides further experience with the
Chinese language for beginner students with
some prior knowledge of Chinese. In this
class, the students improve their language
skills and build familiarity with Chinese.
During this school year, we completed Ma
Liping’s Grade 1 textbook and started Ma
Liping’s Grade 2 textbook.

In each class, the students practiced Quizlet
flashcards, which helped expose them to new
vocabulary. They also participated in vari-
ous memory games, such as matching and
multiple choice, with both words from previ-
ous lessons and new words from new les-
sons. The students have an opportunity to
read aloud to practice reading Chinese every
class.

Level 7 (Quote from Teacher Yuan
Lu)

The Level 7 class is designed for intermediate

Chinese learners. The purpose is to develop
more confidence in their oral, reading and
writing abilities. This school year, we com-

pleted Ma Liping’s Grade 3 Unit 1 and Unit 2

and part of Unit 3.

The students learned the mechanics of Pin-
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Level 6 (Quote from Teacher Yuan Lu)

The Level 6 class is a beginning intermedi-
ate Chinese class aimed at helping students
develop more confidence in their oral and
reading abilities. In this class, students also
begin to develop their writing abilities. Dur-
ing this school year, we completed Ma
Liping’s Grade 2 Unit 1, Unit 2 and part of
Unit 3 reading and texts.

In each class, the students used the “direct
reading” method to learn common words.
They practiced Chinese with Quizlet flash-
cards, through which they were exposed to
new vocabulary and given a chance to review
old vocabulary.

We used Google slides to make the class ma-
terials into cartoon textbooks, with rich pic-
tures and accompanying texts, to enhance
students’ understanding and memory of the
text and Chinese characters. The students

yin, which we believe i1s a useful tool that
can enable students to learn Chinese more
self-sufficiently in their future studies. As
students accumulate more words in their
Chinese vocabulary, learning Pinyin offers
even more benefits.

Paired with the Ma Liping readings, stu-
dents watched cartoon depictions of the sto-
ries in the Ma Liping textbook.

In this class, students also practiced flash-
cards to learn and acquire new terminology.
Through these flashcards, students gained
more exposure to and more interaction with
new words. We started to introduce some
writing skills to students. We had students




write short passages exempli-

fying narrative, expository
and argumentative essays.

There were many thematic,
narrative elements in Ma’s
Grade 3 lessons, so students
were able to engage in rich
storytelling through skits per
formed in Chinese. The stu-
dents gained a deeper under-
standing of the texts and sto-
ries by transforming them
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techniques such as narra-
tion, description, lyricism,

personification, argumenta-

tion, and exposition. Addi-

tionally, we encouraged stu-

dents to move beyond sim-
ple character recognition,
towards more advanced in-
terpretations the stories'
themes and implications.

Teaching grammar provided
students with an opportuni
ty to compare and contrast
Chinese and English syntax.

Level 9 (Quote from
Teacher Yuan Lu)

The Level 9 class is de-
signed for intermediate Chi-
nese learners.

This school year, we com-
pleted Ma Liping’s Grade 3
curriculum and started Ma
Liping’s Grade 4.

The stu-
dents completed flashcard
tests with accuracy and
speed. They even incorpo-

Level 12 (Quote from
Teacher Hui Zheng)

It has been a year since I
took over the Level 12 Chi-
nese class as a substitute.
At very beginning, the
school administrator en-
trusted me with the chal-
lenging task of teaching
writing skills in addition to
regular Chinese lessons.
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rated a little bit of friendly
competition into the activity
to make it more fun.

The students practice a mock
test to review the previous
lesson every class. This will
prepare the students to get
used to the standard test for-
mat for the future and review
old vocabulary as well.

This school year, the texts
and readings were Chinese
historical myths, fables, po-
ems, and political essays. We
introduced a few kinds of
writing skills and writing
types in the classes. We com-
bined texts to discuss writing

Given a lack of systemic writ-
ing skills training in the low-
er & medium grades of the K-
12 school system in Oregon,
embedded within each of my
Chinese classes, instruction
and analysis of essential
writing skills and techniques
1s rendered. My class consists
of 2 parts of instruction as
follows:

1. 2/3 of class time was de-

voted to the teaching of each
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lesson of Ma’s 7th grade textbook with
emphasis on new words, Chinese 1di-
oms, and application of critical read-
ing analyses. Based on and followed
by each new lesson rendered, my own
designed assignments after class were
given focusing on comparison of simi-
lar calligraphy words, application of
Chinese idioms to the construction of
new sentences, and lesson-based ques-
tions for critical readings.

2. 1/3 class time was allocated to the
instruction of narrative essay writing
skills, explanation of the home assign-
ment of the last lesson, and analysis of

tices such as paraphrasing of ancient
Chinese epics in modern Chinese, writ-
ing a different beginning and ending
paragraph of the lessons we learned
from the class using students’ own im-
agination to fit into the style of the orig-
inal articles to name a few. Those writ-
ing practices, I believe, are considered
difficult for even well-educated adults.
After a year of hard work, for the stu-
dents with strong attendance and who
regularly completed assignments, they
have greatly improved the quality of
their writing as illustrated in their
short writings of different writing styles
published in this newsletter.

Next year, we will expose students to

sample essays. In the past academic
year, we taught the structural framework
and elements for narrative writing for
persons, events, and travelogue. To moti-
vate creativity in addition to traditional
prompted essay writing, the students
were involved in diversified writing prac-
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English narrative writing based on
the Chinese version of writing skills
they acquired from the class. Even-
tually, the students will be able to
reach the goal of completing a
strong personal statement essay to
apply for their dream schools in the
future as mapped out by the
Springleaf administrator.
